Rectory Office Hours: In emergency, parishioners can contact Father any time. Mondays-Day Off - office closed.

Church Membership: All faithful are welcome to our Church. Ukrainian Catholics, Roman Catholics and Orthodox people can
pray with us. We would love to see at our Church non-Catholics and unaffiliated people. If any of the visitors feels that our
Church is a house of prayer and spiritual life, this person can become a Christian and member of our parish. We appreciate all
contributions for the Church to cover expenses of our the Parish. You may use your envelopes.

Baptism: All people can become Christians. Children can become Christians through the consent of the parents. According to
our Ukrainian-Byzantine custom Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion is combined into one service. For adults
Catechetical preparation is required.

First Confession and Solemn Holy Communion: Every baptized adult must go to Confession at least once a year. Children
after the age of 8 have to receive First Penance and Holy Communion according to the Church’s Law. Catechetical classes are
available in our parish. Please sign up your child for classes at least one year before the day of the event.

Confession is available 30 min. before every Liturgy & at other times by requesting the priest.

Marriages All couples contemplating marriage are required to attend counseling sessions. A period of six months is needed for
all preparations. Please contact Father as soon as you make plans to wed.

Anointing of the Home-bound Due to lliness: If you are home-bound and would like Father to visit you, please call the office to
make sure your name is on the list. It is the family's responsibility to inform the pastor on time, especially of an emergency.

Funeral: Have your funeral director contact the rectory immediately after the death to make proper funeral arrangements.

“SCHOLARSHIP of St. Stephen Parish”: A scholarship of $500 is available from our parish to high school graduating students.
To be eligible, graduating students must attend the Liturgy and services every Sunday and be active in the parish at least 3 years
before graduation.

HOLY SATURDAY Great and Holy Saturday is the day on which Christ reposed in the tomb. The
Church calls this day the Blessed Sabbath. “The great Moses mystically foreshadowed this day when
he said: God blessed the seventh day. This is the blessed Sabbath, This is the day of rest, on which the
only-begotten Son of God rested from all His works....” (Vesperal Liturgy of Holy Saturday) By using this
title the Church links Holy Saturday with the creative act of God. In the initial account of creation as
found in the Book of Genesis, God made man in His own image and likeness. To be truly himself, man
was to live in constant communion with the source and dynamic power of that image: God. Man fell
from God. Now Christ, the Son of God through whom all things were created, has come to restore man
to communion with God. He thereby completes creation. All things are again as they should be. His
mission is consummated. On the Blessed Sabbath He rests from all His works. Holy Saturday is a
neglected day in parish life. Few people attend the Services. Popular piety usually reduces Holy Week
to one day—Holy Friday. This day is quickly replaced by another—Easter Sunday. Christ is dead and
then suddenly alive. Great sorrow is suddenly replaced by great joy. In such a scheme Holy Saturday is
lost. In the understanding of the Church, sorrow is not replaced by joy; it is transformed into joy. This
distinction indicates that it is precisely within death that Christ continues to effect triumph. We sing that
Christ is “...trampling down death by death” in the troparion of Easter. This phrase gives great meaning
to Holy Saturday. Christ’s repose in the tomb is an “active” repose. He comes in search of His fallen
friend, Adam, who is all men. Not finding him on earth, he descends to the realm of death, translated
Hades™ in the Holy Scriptures. There He finds him and brings him life once again. This is the victory:
the dead are given life. The tomb is no longer a forsaken, lifeless place. By His death Christ tramples
down death by death. The traditional icon used by the Church on the feast of Easter is an icon of Holy
Saturday: the descent of Christ into Hades. It is a painting of theology, for no one has ever seen this
event. It depicts Christ, radiant in hues of white and blue, standing on the shattered gates of Hades.
With arms outstretched He is joining hands with Adam and all the other Old Testament righteous whom
He has found there. He leads them from the kingdom of death. By His death He tramples death.
