Church Membership: All faithful are welcome to our Church. Ukrainian Catholics, Roman Catholics and Orthodox people can
pray with us. We would love to see at our Church non-Catholics and unaffiliated people. If any of the visitors feels that our Church
is a house of prayer and spiritual life, this person can become a Christian and member of our parish. We appreciate all
contributions for the Church to cover expenses of our the Parish. You may use your envelopes.

Baptism: All people can become Christians. Children can become Christians through the consent of the parents. According to
our Ukrainian-Byzantine custom Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion is combined into one service. For adults
Catechetical preparation is required. To be Baptized in our church, Family have to become members of the parish.

First Confession and Solemn Holy Communion: Every baptized adult must go to Confession at least once a year. Children
after the age of 8 have to receive First Penance and Holy Communion according to the Church’s Law. Catechetical classes are
available in our parish. Please sign up your child for classes at least one year before the day of the event.

Confession is available 30 min. before every Liturgy & at other times by requesting the priest.
Marriages All couples contemplating marriage are required to attend counseling sessions. A period of six months is needed for all
preparations. The couple must submit a Marriage Certificate from the State to the priest before the Marriage in the Church.

Please contact Father as soon as you make plans to wedding.

Anointing of the Home-bound Due to lliness: If you are home-bound and would like Father to visit you, please call the office to
make sure your name is on the list. It is the family's responsibility to inform the pastor on time, especially of an emergency.

Funeral: Have your funeral director contact the rectory immediately after the death to make proper funeral arrangements.
