According to
our Ukrainian-Byzantine custom we give Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion in one service. For adults there is
needed catechetical preparation.

First Penance and Solemn Holy Communion: Every adult Baptized has to receive Penance at least once a year. Children
after the age of 8 have to receive First Penance and Holy Communion according to the Church’s Law. Catechetical classes are
available in our parish. Please sign up your child for classes at least one year before the day of the event.

Confession _is available 30 min. before every Liturgy & other times by request of the priest.
