Rectory Office Hours: In emergency, parishioners can contact Father any time. Mondays-Day Off - office closed

Church Membership: All faithful are welcome to our Church. Ukrainian Catholics, Roman Catholics and Orthodox people can
pray with us. We would love to see at our Church non-Catholics and unaffiliated people. If any of the visitors feels that our
Church is a house of prayer and spiritual life, this person can become a Christian and member of our parish. We appreciate all
contributions for the Church to cover expenses of our the Parish. You may use your envelopes.

Baptism: All people can become Christians. Children can become Christians through the consent of the parents. According to
our Ukrainian-Byzantine custom Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy Communion is combined into one service. For adults
Catechetical preparation is required. To be Baptized in our church, Family have to become members of the parish.

First Confession and Solemn Holy Communion: Every baptized adult must go to Confession at least once a year. Children
after the age of 8 have to receive First Penance and Holy Communion according to the Church’s Law. Catechetical classes are
available in our parish. Please sign up your child for classes at least one year before the day of the event.

Confession is available 30 min. before every Liturgy & at other times by requesting the priest.

Marriages All couples contemplating marriage are required to attend counseling sessions. A period of six months is needed for
all preparations. The couple must submit a Marriage Certificate from the State to the priest before the Marriage in the Church.
Please contact Father as soon as you make plans to wedding.

Anointing of the Home-bound Due to lliness: If you are home-bound and would like Father to visit you, please call the office to
make sure your name is on the list. It is the family's responsibility to inform the pastor on time, especially of an emergency.

Funeral: Have your funeral director contact the rectory immediately after the death to make proper funeral arrangements.
Parish Ukrainian School: Children of all ages are invited. More info call (732) 505-6053

“SCHOLARSHIP of St. Stephen Parish”: A scholarship of $500 is available from our parish to high school graduating students.
To be eligible, graduating students must attend the Liturgy and services every Sunday and be active in the parish at least 3 years
before graduation.

Rosary Society- The Rosary Society is a prayer group that fosters devotion to the Holy Mother of God through daily recitation of
the rosary. We are welcome new members. We pray Rosary at homes and on every Sunday at 10am.

Religion education- Our parish holds catechetical classes for the promotion of spiritual development.

The religion classes for adult parishioners and visitors are provided by Fr. Volodymyr on Sundays during “Coffee hour” at
12:00PM in the parish hall. On Saturdays at 11:30AM (after Ukrainian school) Father has 30 min. of religion classes for children.

SAVINGS: By decision — permission of the former Financial Council (year 2022), Mykhailo Popyk and his
family lived at the parish property and paid monthly bills for Water (2™ meter), Gas (2™ meter) and Electricity (2™
meter). In the year 2024 Mykhaylo Popyk payed for the Water $ 1,722.17; for the Gas $ 4,010.55; for the
Electricity $ 1,962.87. Thanks to Mykhaylo Popyk our parish saved in total $ 7,695.59. (for the years 2022 and
2023 was reported savings too for parishioners in the bulletins). Starting year 2025, Mykhaylo Popyk moved.
Now, our parish will pay all bills for Water (for 2 meters), for Gas (for 2 meters), and for the Electricity (for 2
meters). And we have to remember that our Rectory registered as Residence House, but parish Hall and Church
are registered as business property and billings for the Hall and Church are moor costly due to business
registrations. Our parish also saved about $4,500 on mowing (cut) the grass in 2022 and 2023 because Popyk
family mowed (cut) the grass all this years. Thank you so much Mykhaylo Popyk for helping the parish to save
money.
